Working women 
(self-employed or 
employed) have, on 
average, longer working 
days than their male 
counterparts, with a 
gender gap of 73 more 
minutes, per day, in 
developed and developing 
countries alike.

According to UN Women, social issues, and low 
expectations of the performance of girls and 
women contribute to the underrepresentation of 
women in fields like Science, Technology, 
Engineering and Mathematics (STEM).
